Summary: During the last period of the Late Bronze Age, osmose of various cultural
aspects and features in the Aegean has been completed. The well known “Mycenaean
koine” expands to areas already bearing a long local cultural tradition, such as Crete.
Types of tombs and burial methods are among the limited exceptions where some
peculiar features can be still noticed. Nevertheless, even there, the close connection
between the Minoan and Mycenaean world appears to lead to common directions
regarding burial customs and, also, to the formation of some identical types of tombs
which occur both in the area of Crete and in the Mainland.

“Burial archaeology” offers the richer and most varied information on fields
such as society, economy, administration and, also, on the contacts between the two

areas, during this crucial period.

Summary: This seminar aims at the research of religious beliefs and ritual practices
of the societies of prehistoric Crete and Cyprus, particularly during the Late Bronze
Age. The subject is approached at two levels. First, the architectural remains of sites,
traditionally considered as sacred places, on the basis of their design and equipment,
are examined. The term design includes issues like the organization of space and the
presence of structures with religious character, while equipment refers to objects of
specialized use, as for instance clay and stone vessels, figurines made of different
materials and other. At a second level, the relevant iconographic representations and
the various interpretations suggested regarding their meaning, will be studied. The
term iconography includes mainly representations on fresco paintings, seal engraving,
the clay models and/or representations in other means.

Within this larger context a series of problems will be discussed: the identification of
formal and informal areas of worship, the status of deity or deities, the character of
the ceremonies and the possible association of religion with groups exercising power.

Summary: Delos, Naxos, Amorgos, Rodos, Kos, Kea, Tenos, Thasos, Paros,
Antiparos, Aegina, Samos, Samothrace, Andros and Melos. The seminar investigates
the Doric and lonic idiomatic architecture of the Archipelagos from the archaic period
through the roman era. The pioneering attitudes of the islanders, their contribution in
the development of the 5th century Athenian styles, the development of the
Hellenistic period, the Macedonian presence and the influence of Asia Minor are
aspects to be examined.

Summary: The eighty-year period (1204-1282) that followed the dissolution of the
Byzantine Empire after the sack of Constantinople by the Crusaders is mainly
characterised by the division of the united Byzantine territory into areas of western or
Byzantine sovereignty and the continuous competitive effort of Byzantine rulers to
expand their power and prevail over each other. During the last twenty years after the
recapture of Constantinople and the reconstitution of the Byzantine State (1261-
1282), the first member of the Paleologan dynasty reigns, who, despite the problems
he faces or even creates, is the last emperor to hand over to his heir an empire of
considerable extent and power, both in its European and in its Asian territories.
Within this general framework institutions, the social regime and economic relations,
as well as literary and artistic production evolve (in a way which bears many
similarities with the past) in the Byzantine principalities of Nicaea, Epirus, Trebizond
and in the Byzantine State of the end of the 13th century, while adjusting to the new
circumstances in regions where the western presence is prominent or dominating.

The seizure of Constantinople by the Latins and the dissection of the empire had a
huge impact on artistic development. In Constantinople itself many churches were
pillaged, whereas others were turned into Roman Catholic churches. Monumental art
continued being produced in the principalities of Nicaea, Epirus and Trebizond. It was
especially developed in the newly-founded State of Serbia, where in the court of the
Nemanids many important Byzantine painters from Constantinople and Thessaloniki
were employed. In western-occupied areas, where the lack of directions formerly
issued by the capital is apparent, the Comnenian tradition was maintained, although
substantially simplified. After 1261 the political revival of the Byzantine Empire by
Michael V111 is also reflected in the art of the recovered areas.

During the seminar we will be discussing issues related to the main parameters of the
period 1204-1282 and, more precisely, the relations between Byzantine sovereigns
and the other rulers of the “Byzantine area”, the evolving of institutions, social and
financial circumstances, international relations, juxtapositions between the Byzantines
and the Latins, religious issues, as well as the variety of literary production and
artistic developments.

Summary: This seminar is aimed at bringing the ways of perceiving and expressing
various subjects through the descriptions of Byzantine writers. The topics to be
discussed will be related to the writers’ preferences and to the motivation and
purposes of these texts. The subjects described are rich and varied. As it happens in
the ancient tradition, the interest is aroused by works of art but also by monuments,
cities as well as by nature itself. The Ekphraseis and the inscribed epigrams of
artifacts will be specifically studied. The media described vary from monumental
paintings to artifacts of Minor Arts .The seminar is mainly focused on the degree of
faithfulness conveyed by the transpositions of visual evidence for both iconography
and aesthetics. Of interest is the influence of byzantine rhetoric on art, also another
point to be discussed .

They are expected to write either an essay on written
sources, taking the archaeological evidence into consideration, or an essay on pictorial
archaeological evidence, taking the written sources into consideration,. The seminar
promotes co-operation between young researchers studying Byzantine literature and
those studying Byzantine archaeology and art history.

Summary: This course serves as a general introduction to the law of Athens in the
Classical Period. The course begins with Solon, the background to his reforms,
Solon’s approach to legislation, his constitutional law, and his innovations in legal
procedure. The next lectures cover the topics of legislation, legal procedure, homicide
law, the law of marriage and the family, laws about same-sex relations, and treason.
There will be several lectures on Athenian law and the economy. The course will
conclude with a discussion of the role of epieikeia, attitudes toward feuding, Cleon
and the weaknesses of the Athenian courts, and the role of written documents in
Athenian Law. The course will be based on a close reading of primary sources.
Students will be encouraged to take a critical approach to works of modern
scholarship.

Summary: The seminar is aimed at looking into the repercussions of the captures of
cities upon everyday life, demographic evolution and the economic activity of their
inhabitants. The capture of the inhabitants, the pillage and the destruction of cities as
well as countryside (repeated in many cases) caused serious demographic and
financial problems to those cities. The study of these repercussions and the measures,
taken by the Byzantine government, for the confrontation of consequences of the
above problems in the specific areas, will contribute to better understanding of the
changes that took place from the 7th to the 11th century along with their integration
into the Eastern Mediterranean area configuration.

Summary: The eighty-year period (1204-1282) that followed the dissolution of the
Byzantine Empire after the sack of Constantinople by the Crusaders is mainly
characterised by the division of the united Byzantine territory into areas of western or



Byzantine sovereignty and the continuous competitive effort of Byzantine rulers to
expand their power and prevail over each other. During the last twenty years after the
recapture of Constantinople and the reconstitution of the Byzantine State (1261-1282),
the first member of the Palaeologan dynasty raigns, who, despite the problems he faces
or even creates, is the last emperor to hand over to his heir an empire of considerable
extent and power, both in its European and in its Asian territories.

Within this general framework institutions, the social regime and economic
relations, as well as literary and artistic production evolve (in a way which bears many
similarities with the past) in the Byzantine principalities of Nicaea, Epirus, Trebizond
and in the Byzantine State of the end of the 13th century, while adjusting to the new
circumstances in regions where the western presence is prominent or dominating.

The seizure of Constantinople by the Latins and the dissection of the Empire
had a huge impact on artistic development. In Constantinople itself many churches
were pillaged, whereas others were turned into Roman Catholic churches. Monumental
art continued being produced in the principalities of Nicaea, Epirus and Trebizond. It
was especially developed in the newly founded State of Serbia, where in the court of
the Nemanids many important Byzantine painters from Constantinople and
Thessaloniki were employed. In western-occupied areas, where the lack of directions
formerly issued by the capital is apparent, the Comnenian tradition was maintained,
although substantially simplified. After 1261 the political revival of the Byzantine
Empire by Michael V111 is also reflected in the art of the recovered areas.

During the seminar we will be discussing issues related to the main parameters
of the period 1204-1282 and, more precisely, the relations between Byzantine
sovereigns and the other rulers of the “Byzantine area”, the evolving of institutions,
social and financial circumstances, international relations, juxtapositions between the
Byzantines and the Latins, religious issues, as well as the variety of literary production
and artistic developments.

Summary: The recovery of Constantinople from the Latins in 1261 ushers the
Palaeologan era during which a general, albeit temporary, reorganization of the State
in all its sectors is taking place. Education is, then, conducted in a changing and
continuously fluid political framework. Two phases, of uneven dynamics and
different character, are discernible during this period: the first one, between the years
1261-1350, during which the educational climate and the quality of cultural life is
seen in an upward trend reaching their pinnacle in the mid 14" c.; and the second one,
during the years 1350-1453, which is mainly characterized by the bankruptcy of the
State, the political collapse and the drastic deterioration of the conditions of life,
conditions which led to a lack of motivation and to the decline of the quality of
education.

This subject matter will be approached by the study of different kind of sources of this
era, like epistles, autobiographies, vitae of saints, historical and rhetorical texts,
philosophical and medical treatises, patriarchal and state documents, etc. The access
to knowledge by groups of different social status and their level of literacy, the
curriculum, the social character of education, the role of the two official institutions in
the educational system (that of the emperor and that of the patriarch), the existence or
non-existence of the so-called “Imperial University” and of the “Patriarchal
Academy”, the cultural centers of the time, the social background of the intellectuals
and their primary occupation are some of the topics which will be the object of

research and of student endeavor.

Summary: The eighty-year period (1204-1282) that followed the dissolution of the
Byzantine Empire after the sack of Constantinople by the Crusaders is mainly
characterised by the division of the united Byzantine territory into areas of western or
Byzantine sovereignty and the continuous competitive effort of Byzantine rulers to
expand their power and prevail over each other. During the last twenty years after the
recapture of Constantinople and the reconstitution of the Byzantine State (1261-1282),
the first member of the Palaeologan dynasty raigns, who, despite the problems he faces
or even creates, is the last emperor to hand over to his heir an empire of considerable
extent and power, both in its European and in its Asian territories.

Within this general framework institutions, the social regime and economic
relations, as well as literary and artistic production evolve (in a way which bears many
similarities with the past) in the Byzantine principalities of Nicaea, Epirus, Trebizond
and in the Byzantine State of the end of the 13th century, while adjusting to the new
circumstances in regions where the western presence is prominent or dominating.

The seizure of Constantinople by the Latins and the dissection of the Empire
had a huge impact on artistic development. In Constantinople itself many churches
were pillaged, whereas others were turned into Roman Catholic churches. Monumental
art continued being produced in the principalities of Nicaea, Epirus and Trebizond. It
was especially developed in the newly founded State of Serbia, where in the court of
the Nemanids many important Byzantine painters from Constantinople and
Thessaloniki were employed. In western-occupied areas, where the lack of directions
formerly issued by the capital is apparent, the Comnenian tradition was maintained,
although substantially simplified. After 1261 the political revival of the Byzantine
Empire by Michael V111 is also reflected in the art of the recovered areas.

During the seminar we will be discussing issues related to the main parameters
of the period 1204-1282 and, more precisely, the relations between Byzantine
sovereigns and the other rulers of the “Byzantine area”, the evolving of institutions,
social and financial circumstances, international relations, juxtapositions between the
Byzantines and the Latins, religious issues, as well as the variety of literary production
and artistic developments.

Summary: Historians in the past had called the 7 century the beginning of what
used to be known as the “Dark Ages” of the Byzantine Empire. On the contrary, the
same historians have since come to the conclusion that the middle if the 9™ century
signal the beginning of the renaissance of the Empire in political, military and cultural
terms. Modern research has shown that the term “Dark Ages” does not reflect reality,
since the internal workings that were taking place in the Byzantine state, starting from
the shrinking of its borders due to Arab conquests, were radical and re-oriented
towards the new reality, despite individual shortcomings and weaknesses.

The seminar focuses on the political, military, religious and cultural
circumstances that prevailed within three centuries of Byzantine history, since issues
such as the loss of large urban centres of the East, the downgrading of urban
economy, as well as intellectual, political and religious problems, led the state to the
reconsideration of its priorities and the resulting reconstruction and reform. By
examining the new course of the Empire, which from the 7™ century onwards
virtually abandoned the vision of “universality” (which necessarily included also the
western-European territories of the Roman Empire) to eventually lean on the capacity
of compact populations in the East, the researcher realises how the preceding
reconstruction of the state resulted in political, military and cultural progress, which
occurred during the time of the “Macedonian dynasty”.

Along with the general fundamental issues of the era, we will be examining
more specific issues related to Society, Legislation and Cultural life.

Summary: The purpose of this seminar is to explore and investigate historical
culture, taking the Mid-war era as a field of study.

Summary: The course will focus on the study of the natural environment in the
Greek Venetian world. Specifically the course will explore both the rural and the
urban landscapes in the Venetian-ruled Greek Lands, in conjunction with: a. human
intervention (drainage works, management of water sources, the transformation of the
use both of cultivated and non cultivated areas, the over-exploitation of forests), b:

Summary: The seminar aims to familiarize students with the theoretical,
methodological and practical problems of oral history, focusing on the use of
audiovisual material from the archives of ERT (Greek Radio Television S.A.). The
wealth of audiovisual testimonies kept in the records of public television offers a
special terrain for the acquaintance of young historians with new forms of historical
sources and, also, for the investigation of the central questions on which oral history



and the study of individual and collective memory have developed. The main points
of the discussion can be summarized as follows:

- What are the characteristics of oral testimonies as historical evidence? How are the
audiovisual testimonies formed and how can they be studied by historians?

- Is oral history a different kind of history and in what way? What is the social
purpose of oral history? In which social circumstances does oral history become
crucial?

- What aspects of human experience are especially illuminated by oral testimonies?
Which problems in the structure of memory do they point to? How are the individual
and collective memory interconnected? How can we explore the underlying historical
consciousness of a personal account? In what ways do the oral testimonies help us
understand the creation of cultural identities?

- How can we associate oral evidence with broader historical models and theories? In
other words, how do we produce meaning in history?

The negotiation of these questions will develop on two axes, which will
systematically intersect during the course of the seminar: on the one hand, the
discussion on the theoretical and historical texts and, on the other, the practice of
studying the audio-visual material.

Summary: The course examines the social and institutional history of Modern
Greece in the inter-war period. Firstly, the political, diplomatic and military history of
Greece in the inter-war period will be reviewed in a broader European context.

Summary: In early modern Western societies, men and women shaped their ‘public
image’ through participation in ‘audiences’, that is, by taking part in processes of
public communication. Through such instances, they shared ideas, they were
educated, participated in economic life, familiarized themselves with forms of art,
they acquired gnd expressed views about the public realm, communicated and



established relationships amongst themselves and with the state, shaped their
communal identities, and became politicized.

This seminar attempts to investigate mechanisms of ‘audience formation’ in the early
modern public sphere. Focusing on techniques of public communication and natural
or imaginary loci for social contact, it deals with the numerous ways with which early
modern Westerners were either called ‘from above’ or sought themselves to take part
in processes of ‘production’ or ‘consumption’ of publicity, thus constituting different
forms of ‘audiences’.

Summary: The seminar examines the course of the bourgeoisie and the middle
classes from the late 18™ century onwards, namely from the era of their rising and
gradual prevalence till the age of new liberal challenge and undermining of the
postwar social model. It aims to stress the conditions/factors of the making, the
factors of strengthening or weakening, of cohesion and differentiation of the middle
classes according to their economic, professional, social and political status or to their
regional or state origins. The seminar takes turning points such as French and
Industrial Revolution, 1848, World War | and 11, 1989-1991, etc. into account and
approaches the middle classes as a continuously redefinable historical category in the
context of the fundamental transformations in the age of modernity.

Summary: In the first phase of the seminar we will recapitulate German-Greek
relations from the late 19th century until the 1930s’, dwelling particularly upon
significant “moments” and topics. Subsequently we will focus on the “heritage” of
World War Il that still influences the mutual stereotypes more than anything else. In
this context it should be noted that any further deterioration of German-Greek
relations will seriously impact (not only economically) upon Greek images of
Western Europe in general, too. (Cf. many cartoons that equate the Euro sign € with
the swastika.)

Because the related scholarly bibliography is scarce, we will mainly use primary
sources such as literature / cinematographic films / textbooks / media / archival
documents / and, last but not least, interviews of witnesses. Some “public figures”,
important (not only) in the Greek-German context, will be invited to seminar
sessions.

Mediterranean Doctoral School in History

The Mediterranean Doctoral School in History (MDSH) was created in summer 2010
by the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, Bogazi¢i University
Istanbul, Ecole Normale Supéricure de Paris, Ecole Pratique des Hautes Etudes,
Universidad Pablo de Olavide de Sevilla, and Universita Ca' Foscari Venezia. The
administrative seat of the MDSH is at the University Ca' Foscari of Venice.

The purpose of the MDSH is to provide advanced level training in research and the
appropriate skills to exercise research and professional activities of high quality in
universities, institutions in the public and private sectors. It partly relies on the
tradition of the former European Doctorate in the Social History of Europe and the Mediterranean
«Building on the Past» (2001-2009).

The training and research activity of the School is based on the mobility of

postgraduate students and teaching staff. Postgraduate students from the partner
universities spend one academic year - normally the second of their doctoral training -
at one or two of the foreign partner universities, participating in the host institution's
doctoral training programme at the same conditions holding for local postgraduate
fellows. The host institutions provide qualified research supervision for the period of
mobility. They also support co-tutelle agreements and the creation of the conditions
for conferring the Doctor Europaeus.

Athens, Istanbul, Paris, Seville and Venice represent five chiefly important sites for
Mediterranean history, memory and archives. The MDSH promotes preferably, albeit
not exclusively, comparative research and enquiries in the history of cross-border
transfers and overseas relations in the Mediterranean area, comprising the relations of
this area with other world regions.

disciplines). Students admitted to the programme «European Master in Classical
Cultures», must follow the legal provisions of the host university. They will complete
all course requirements and the regulations about these courses at no fewer than two
and no more than three universities. They must also acquire a minimum of 30 ETCS
points at each of two partner universities of different national languages. Students
who have validated 120 ECTS credits according to existing regulations will receive a
double or a multiple degree and a diploma supplement.
